Grid great Davis dies

Fred Davis, who rates with

Paul Hornung, Phil Simms and
Ray Baer as perhaps the finest
football players Louisville ever
produced, died Friday, March 10,
in Birmingham, Ala. He was 76
and lived in Selma, Ala.

Davis was an all-time great
tackle at duPont Manual High
School, a two-time All-Southeast-

ern Conference performer-at the
University of Alabama, and a
four-time All-National Football
League player with George Halas’
Chicago Bears when they were
known as the “Monsters of the
Midway.”
Davis will be inducted into the
Manual Hall of Fame this spring.

Davis was born in 1919 in
Crescent Hill and entered Manual
in 1934.
