Science Technology.

In 2000, House Bill 821 was passed into legisiation which brought the Kentucky Fire Commission to Kentucky
Community and Techicsl College System (KCTCS). All Kentucky Fire Commission programs are now supported
by all 18 Community and Technical Colleges.

Our degree program has the support of the Kentucky Fire Commission on Fire Protection, Personnel, Standards
and Educstion and is based on standards and regulstions provided by the National Fire Protection Associstion
(NFPA). Occupational Safety and Health Agency (OSHA), Internstional Fire Service Training Association
(IFSTA), Federal Department of Transportation, Kentucky Firefighters Association (KFA), Kentucky Professional
Fire Fighters (KPFF) and the Kentucky Association of Fire Chiefs (KAFC).
