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Interstate 65 south of Louisville, Ky.,
was shut down yesterday.

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Train Fire Finally Burns Out Related To Story

Controlled Blaze Continues To Burn Off Excess
Chemicals

BROOKS, Ky. -- The chemical fires finally burned out in Bullitt
County at the site of a CSX train derailment Thursday, according
to fire officials.

A controlled burn of chemicals in some of the derailed tanker cars
continued near the site of the derailment.

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Other cars involved in the fire were carrying the chemicals

cyclohexane and ethyloxate, Bullitt County Emergency
Management spokesman Jeremey Urekew said.

Both chemicals are volatile, but neither poses a serious health threat, Urekew said.

Two other cars were carrying hazardous materials that could pose an environmental threat, but they were
not near the fire, he said.

He said 41 cars were loaded with freight and the rest were empty.

Art Smith of the Environmental Protection Agency said officials will continue to monitor the air and that
a nearby creek will be sampled and private wells identified for monitoring.

Mark Rosenker, chairman of the National Transportation Safety Board, said the event recorder from the
train would be sent to Washington for reading.

The track had been inspected by CSX inspectors on Monday, Rosenker said. Results of toxicology tests
performed on the two-man crew were expected within two weeks, he said.

There were no preliminary indications as to what caused the crash, and fire officials said Tuesday they
were going to let the fire burn itself out.

A witness told WLKY that she was driving near the railroad tracks, and saw the train shake and then flip
over.

She added that a "huge" explosion followed the crash.

“The state is utilizing all of the resources at our disposal to provide support in response to the
derailment,” Kentucky Gov. Ernie Fletcher said. “Our priority continues to be the safety and security of

the citizens in the area. We will aggressively monitor and evaluate the situation and do everything
possible to ensure the fire is managed safely.”
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Alert Issued Following Train Derailment; Guard Unit Mobilized

BROOKS, Ky. -- State emergency officials issued an alert
following a fiery train crash in Bullitt County, Ky.

According to the alert, people Bullitt County were told to close all
windows and doors, block out all outside air, turn off furnaces
and bring pets indoors.

Fire officials said that they were going to let the train fire burn
itself out.

Officials asked the public to follow television, radio and Web site
reports for updates on the situation, and to only call 911 for
actual, specific emergencies.

A Red Cross emergency center had been set up at Okolona
Christian Church in the Hillview community just south of
Louisville.

Winds from the northwest were blowing smoke from the crash to
the southeast across Bullitt County.
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Meanwhile, a Kentucky National Guard unit had been mobilized to measure air quality in the area of the

massive train-wreck fire.

According to police, preliminary reports indicated there were no injuries involved with the crash, and
emergency officials from Bullitt, Hardin and Jefferson counties were standing by but had not transported
anyone to local hospitals.

However, some residents were treated at nearby care facilities for minor respiratory ailments, according

to emgergency officials.

Meanwhile, students at Brooks Elementary School were evacuated to Hebron Middle School, and
Interstate 65 had been closed from just the Gene Snyder Freeway to the Lebanon Junction exit.

Additionally, Bullitt County School spokesman John Roberts said there was no decision yet on whether

schools would be in session on Wednesday.
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
