RE: Discontinuation of Roof Sirens

This is to advise you that the Jefferson County Fire Alarm
Board voted to discontinue providing the service of activat-
ing rooftop fire sirens as part of the dispatching process
effective January 1, 1991i. This was voted on and passed
unanimeously at the August 8, 1990 meeting of the Jefferson
County Fire Alarm Board. As of January 1, 1991, County Al-
arm will no longer activate roof sirens for fire runs. De-
partments are not to manually activate their sirens either.

This pelicy is in support of the plan by D.E.S. to inform all
citizens of Louisville and Jefferson County that the scunding
of an outdoor overhead siren indicates a warning for some
type of community emergency. Upon hearing the sirens citi-
zens should go inside and listen to the broadcast media for
further 1instructions.

As you can see, this would not be possible if we continued to
use rooftop sirens for fire dispatching. With the increased
reliability of radio pagers and the dispatch system the sir-
ens are no longer necessary.

Thank you for your understanding in this matter.

RE: Use of Alert Tone

This is to advise vou that effective November 19, 1990 at
0800 hours, an alert tone will be sounded on the East and
West bands prior to the dispatch of any county fire district.

This tone will be a single tone of 3 to 5 seconds duration.
The knockout tones will follow the alert tone, soon after it
is sounded. This procedure is being implemented to get
everyone used to hearing the tone, as it will be used on the
new operations channels, to indicate a dispatch is about to
be done on the dispatch channel.

The tone serves two purposes.

1. It signals to all persons monitoring the operations
channels that a run is about to be dispatched, and if
they are not monitoring the dispatch channel, they
should switch to it.

2. It indicates to anyone monitoring, not to make any
non-emergency radio transmissions on any of the opera-
tions channels, or to call County Alarm by telephone for
a full five (5) minutes after the dispatch. This is
usually the busiest time for the dispatchers. This po-
licy will be strictly adhered to.

Please instruct all of your firefighters regarding this pro-
cedure.

Board meeting on Thursday, November 8, 1990.

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East End leaders suggest ch

Several East End leaders
joined in both harsh criticism and
support for the political and
financial structure of Jefferson
County's fire protection districts
at a Feb. 25 meeting of a legisla-
tive task force considering
changes in state laws that govern
the departments.

The Kentucky Fire Protection
Task Force, formed by the Gener-

al Assembly last spring, heard
testimony from fire chiefs, prop-
erty owners, district trustees,
state representative Susan
Stokes and Jefferson County
Judge/Executive Dave Arm-
strong, among others, at a public
meeting at the Highview Fire
Protection District headquarters
on Fegenbush Lane. A crowd of
about 250, most of whom were
firefighters, gathered to hear the
discussion.

While all speakers agreed the

current system provides Jefferson
County with excellent fire protec-
tion, they also agreed there is
room for improvement.

The most sweeping change — a
move to a public vote on all seven
district trustee positions, only
two of which are now subject to
such a process — was proposed by
Stokes, a Republican from Rolling
Fields in the 48th district.

election process currently out-
lined in Kentucky Revised
Statutes Chapter 75, which pro-
vides for the two property owners
trustee posts, two posts elected by
the volunteer firefighters in the
district, and three appointed by
the county judge.

Stokes and others who pro-
posed reforms at the meeting
stressed their ideas need not be
implemented as statewide
changes, but should be enacted in

Jefferson County due to the

unusual circumstances surround-
ing districts in the state's most
populated area.

Representatives of countywide
firefighter and district trustee
groups said they would be
opposed to the removal of the fire-
fighter posts because they ensure
representation and input from
those most intimately involved
with fire protection.

"I feel that these boards really

need a volunteer or paid firefight-
er on them, because they are the
ones who ﬁght fires," said Paul
Barth, chief of the McMahan Fire
Protection District and chair of
the Jefferson County fire chief's
association. Barth also called on
the committee to allow paid fire-
fighters to vote for and hold the
two trustees spots that in an
informal attorney general's opin-
ion last year were deemed open
only to volunteers.

After the meeting, Stokes said
she doesn't see why firefighters
need special representation on
district boards. "It's very puzzlin
to me that there are no speci
employee posts on boards of other
districts, like police, that we have
all over the state, but somehow

‘they are needed in fire districts,"

she said. The representative
added that any firefighter who
lived in a district's tax boundaries
would be eligible to run for
trustee in her proposed public

election.

Stokes, along with Indian
Hills mayor Jeanne Beam, urged
the task force to consider holding
fire district elections at the same
time as the statewide general
election and place them under
state election laws. Each district
currently sets its own balloting
