15 Louisville firefighters earn promotions 
 
Tom Carroll didn't set out to become a full-time firefighter, getting a degree in dentistry and starting in private practice. 
 

But his days as a volunteer firefighter for Harrods Creek and St. Matthews made him think firefighting could be a good career. 
 

So when he got hired 23 years ago by the old Louisville Division of Fire, he never went back to dentistry. 
 

Yesterday, Carroll was promoted to Louisville Fire & Rescue's second-highest position, given the rank of colonel. 
 

He will be in charge of the department's daily fire operations. 
 

"I never thought I'd rise to this level," Carroll said before a promotions ceremony at the Spectrum Building at 911 S. Brook St. 
 

"It's going to be a challenge but nothing I can't deal with," he said. 
 

Fifteen people were promoted during yesterday's ceremony. 
 

Fire Chief Greg Frederick said he's excited about the new leadership and looks forward to what the men can do for the department. 
 

He said he's particularly pleased with the experience Carroll will bring to his new role.

Clifford, accompanied by his wife Julie, was honored at a special ceremony Tuesday, April 12, at a lunch meeting hosted by the St. 
Matthews Kiwanis Club.  The citation is for his performance during 1993. 
 

Hal Clifford exemplifies the ñ____ traits of our volunteer firefighters,ò Lt. John Volkerding said to Kiwanis members at the ceremo-
ny.  Volkerding, who won the award in 1992, appeared on behalf of William J. Seng, chief of St. Matthews Fire Protection District, 
who had another commitment out of town. 
 

ñHe consistently responds to usually all calls, regardless of his personal agenda,ò Volkerding said of Clifford.  ñFurthermore, he 
very rarely missed the regular, four-hour training sessions held every week.ò 
 

St. Matthews Mayor Art Draut, who was also on hand, offered his congratulations to Clifford.  Draut said that Clifford has earned 
genuine respect and admiration from both volunteer and full-time members of the department. 
 

Clifford, 36, was elected in February as the firefightersô representative on the St. Matthews Fire Districtôs board of trustees. 
 

In his position as a lieutenant, he directs a four-member crew, which uses firefighting apparatus.  He joined the department in 1979. 
 

Clifford is the 12th member of the St. Mathews department to be singled out for annual outstanding firefighter honors, as part of a 
continuing program that originated with the St. Matthews Kiwanis Club in 1982.  Clifford will also be honored later in 1994 during 
the annual Community Pride Breakfast, sponsored by the St. Matthews Area Business Association. 
 

A 1976 graduate of Atherton High School, Clifford is owner and chief operating officer of Clifford Distributing Inc., a business he 
founded in 1982.
