SWIMMING PQOL CHLORINATION SYSTEMS

&mem.d by:

Rosearch has indicated that many
area swimming pools are converting
from the traditional chiorine gas system
10 @ “'Positive Displacement Chemical
Solution Induction System'. This
system is basically a means to induct a
chlorine solution inte the pool water in
the filtering process. The system itself
consists of one (1) or two (2) storage
vats {or drums) containing the chiorine
solution.” These vats are normally not
covered. The solution i$ forced into the
filtration piping by means of a pump and
small diameter tubing.

There are two (2) basic chlorine splu-
tions used in this process. calcium
hypochiorite and sodium hypochiorite.
Both are used in the same manner,
although sodium hypochlorite is
employed more widely due 1o the
relative safety of its being delivered in
pre-mixed solution. Although this ap-
pears 10 be the most popular method of
controfling organic contaminants in
larger pools. soma managements still
apply these additives i "“pure’” form,
directly to the pool water

When calcium hypochiorite is misus-
ed, it is subject 1o rapid decomposition,
which ean result in intense fire and rup-
ture of containers. Calcium hypochlorite
Is being increasingly used for water
sanitation purposes by owners of small
and large backyard wading and swim-
ming pools. Where the chemical is
carelessly stored and handled, m X-

FIRST-AID

Avoid skin contact with solid or solu-
tion. When contact occurs, flush at-
fected areas with water for at least fif-
teen (15) minutes. Avoid pralonged or
repeated inhalation.

FIREFIGHTING

* Extinguishment should be affected by
applying large quantities of water. Sur-
rounding containers should bg remov-
ed or cooled by fog streams to prevent
explosions. Sodium chlorite spilied by
firefighting efiorts, shouid be immediate-
ly flushed or diluted with water.

When handling. use only a clean, dry
metal scoop or cup that is reserved for
sodium chlarite along. Use only
neoprene gloves. Do not drop, roll or
skid containers. Contaminated clothing
should be flushed thoroughly with water
1o avoid fire.

SODIUM DICHLORO-s-
TRIAZINETRIONE - NaC12 (NCO)3
Sodium dichloro-s-iriazinetrione is a
white crystalline solid with a strong
chiorine odor. It is an oxidizing and
chiorinating agent. Contact with most
foreign materials, organic matter or
easily chlorinated or oxidized materials
may result in fire. Contact with am-
monia, ammonium salts, urea or similar
compounds which contain nitrogen may
form nitrogen trichloride, a highly ex-
plosive compound. Mixture with
hydrated salts may result in an exother-
mic reaction, decomposition and con-
tainer rupture due to pressure. Mixture
with non-ionic surface-active agents
may result in highly exothermic reac-
tions causing fire or explosion, Decom-
position can be inititiated with a heat
source and can propagale throughout
the mass va;h the evolujion of dense

- FIRST-AID:

other toxic gases will be involved. Use
water spray 10 ‘cool containers expased
to fire and massive quantities of water
to dilute material involved in fire or spill-
ed from containers.

ALGICIDES

Algicides are usually a quaternary
ammonium type algicide (e.g.. dimethyl
benzyl ammonium chloride). They are
compatible with all chemicals normally
gsed in swimming pool maintenance.
However, 'in its concentrated form, it
should not come in contact with high
concentrations of chiorine, Thes
chemicals should be handled separately
because most algicides are not only cor-
rosives, but are also oxidizers. Any con-
tact with heat, moisture, or organic mat-
ter may result in fire.

MURIATIC ACID
Muriatic acid is used 1o lower the ph
level of pool water. It is a 30% mixture
of hydrochioric acid (in water) It is ap-
proximately three (3) times the strength
of “CLOROX™. It will react with calcium
hypochlorite to form copious amounts
of chiorine gas.

SODA ASH .

Soda ash is used to raise the ph level
of pool water. It poses no lirefighting or
health problems.

SUMMARY:

' Most chemicals used in swimming
pool maintenance can be hazardous in
cerain situations. They will not only
react with common materials, but th
will also react with each other. This pro-
blem is compounded by their
widespread use by reiatively untrained
personnel.

Fires involving these chemicals can
normally be controlied by the applica-
tion of large amounts of water. This not
only serves 10 absorb the heat, but also
dilutes the materials involved. Bear in
mind that these chemicals are not only
oxidizers, they are also corrosives and
can cause severe injury o skin, eyes
and respiratory tract. Due to the evolu-

tion of toxic and explosive gases, the -

use of self-contained breathing ap-
paratus is mandatory. Also, the im-
mediate area should be promptly
evacyated of all non-emergency
personnel,

FReactions involving gases ¢an nor-
mally be handigd by ditution. If this is

not practical, some reactions can be
controlled by the use of neutralizing
agents. This information should be
secured from the manufacturer or
Chemtrec, as needed.

Manutacturers recommend that the
chemicals be handied with a clean, dry,
non-metallic scoop. Although the
manufacturer suggests a clean, dry,
metal scoop to handie sodium chlorite,
a non-metallic scoop may be
substituted

Keep in mind that clothing con-
taminated by many of these chemicals
may spontaneously ignite. AMected
clothing should be thoroughly flushed.
